HOME LEARNING AT DIXONS CROXTETH

At Dixons Croxteth Academy, we build a partnership between carers, students, and teachers that
puts learning first. We help our students value learning by teaching them to take ownership of
their own success. Home learning activities play a significant role in a pupil’s educational journey
and wider development.

Why is Home Learning so Important?

When our long-term memory is altered, we have learnt something. However, when we are
exposed to new information, we instantly begin to forget it. Over time, the amount of original
information retained significantly reduces unless it is revisited often.

Our home learning strategy is designed to allow students to frequently revisit powerful knowledge,
interrupting the forgetting process.

There are three strands to our Home Learning Strategy:

Read. Cover. Write. Check. (RCWC): This is a paper-based task.
Sparx Maths: Online.

(MCAS) APP

One of our aims at Dixons Croxteth is to strengthen our Parent-School Relationship. We
launched the newsletter last year and have further developed this with the video blog.

Our next big change will be the introduction of the My Child At School App (MCAS). Over
the next few months, we will be rolling out MCAS as the method of communication
between parents and families.

My Child at School (MCAS) is a portal which enables parents and carers to view their
child's academic performance in real-time, via a web browser or mobile app. The type of
information provided in the app include assessment, attendance, behaviour, pupil details,
communication, consent forms, timetables, annual reports, exam details and Using the
app also allows us to reduce the need to use paper and the cost of SMS messages.

More information will follow about the role out of this over the coming weeks with the aim
of all families using the app by Easter 2025.
